JTrump quiere que nos registremos?
Subrayemos esto para entenderlo realmente

Introduccion:

En las ultimas semanas, el gobierno de Trump propuso
crear un proceso de registro nacional para migrantes in-
documentados, amenazando con procesos penales para
quienes no cumplan. El Departamento de Seguridad Na-
cional (DHS) justifica esta accion refiriéndose a la Ley de
Inmigracion y Nacionalidad de 1952, pero las raices de
tales politicas se remontan a leyes histéricas que han per-
seguido a los no ciudadanos a lo largo de la historia de
EE. UU. Para comprender las implicaciones de este nue-
vo proceso de registro, debemos mirar las leyes que sen-
taron las bases para el enfoque actual.

1798 - Ley de Enemigos Extranjeros: Esta ley permitia
al presidente de EE. UU. detener o deportar a personas de
naciones enemigas en tiempos de guerra, sin una audien-
cia judicial. Su objetivo era prevenir el espionaje y el sa-
botaje, pero se utilizé en contra de inmigrantes inocentes,
incluso aquellos que se encontraban legalmente en el
pais.

1940 - Ley de Registro de Extranjeros: A inicios de la
Segunda Guerra Mundial, esta ley requeria que todos los
no ciudadanos se registraran ante el gobierno, para identi-
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ficar posibles amenazas a la seguridad nacional,
como los comunistas. Aunque la reforzar la inmi-
gracion no era el objetivo, condujo a practicas dis-
criminatorias, especialmente contra la poblacion
japonesa durante la guerra.

Después de la Segunda Guerra Mundial: El re-
gistro se convirti6 parte del proceso migratorio, los
no ciudadanos se registraban al ingresar al pais y
no se permitia el registro de personas indocumen-
tadas.

Sistema de Registro (9/11): Después de 9/11, el
Sistema Nacional de Registro de Entrada y Salida
(NSEERS) oblig6 a hombres arabes y musulmanes
de ciertos paises a registrarse —deportaron a
13,000 personas, sin condenas por terrorismo, y
alimento la discriminacion racial.

2025 - Proceso de Registro DHS: El 24 de febre-
ro de 2025, el Departamento de Seguridad Nacio-
nal (DHS) lanz6 un nuevo website de registro, que
exige que ciertos no ciudadanos de 14 afios o mas
se registren si no lo hicieron al ingresar o al solici-
tar un estatus legal. Quienes no se registren pueden
enfrentar sanciones penales o civiles. Esto estd
vinculado a una Orden Ejecutiva llamada
“Protegiendo al Pueblo Americano de la Inva-
sion,” que refleja la Ley de Enemigos Extranjeros
de 1798.

El proceso de registro nacional propuesto por el
DHS representa una continuacion de una larga his-
toria de leyes y politicas que han propiciado el
miedo y la discriminacion racial. La Gltima medida
de exigir el registro de ciertos inmigrantes indocu-
mentados refleja una creciente tendencia al nativis-
mo y la exclusion, lo que genera preocupaciones
sobre los derechos constitucionales y el trato a las
comunidades marginadas en EE. UU.
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La Historia del Trabajo Doméstico

La historia del trabajo doméstico en USA estd profundamen-
te entrelazada con las experiencias de mujeres inmigrantes,
cuyo trabajo ha sido por mucho tiempo una piedra angular de
la economia doméstica. La conexidon inmigracion- trabajo
doméstico refleja temas mas amplios de desigualdad racial y
género, explotacion laboral y la lucha constante por los dere-
chos de los trabajadores. Las mujeres inmigrantes en el am-
bito doméstico no es solo una historia de dificultades, sino
de resistencia y resiliencia. La creacion de organizaciones
como la National Domestic Workers Alliance (NDWA) en
2007 ha sido clave para abogar por los derechos de las traba-
jadoras domésticas, particularmente las mujeres inmigrantes,
y para impulsar reformas legislativas como la Carta de Dere-
chos que se celebra hoy en NJ y asegura protecciones. Las
contribuciones de las mujeres a lo largo de la historia han
sido centrales en los movimientos por la justicia laboral y la
igualdad, esta lucha constante subraya la importancia de ga-
rantizar que todos los trabajadores—independientemente de
su género, raza o estatus migratorio—sean tratados con dig-
nidad y respeto en el lugar de trabajo.

Trump wants us to register?
Lets underline this to really understand

Introduction:

In recent weeks, the Trump administration has proposed
creating a national registration process for undocumented
migrants, threatening criminal prosecution for those who
fail to comply. The Department of Homeland Security
(DHYS) justifies this action by referencing the Immigration
and Nationality Act of 1952, but the roots of such policies
trace back to historical laws that have targeted non-
citizens throughout U.S. history. To fully understand the
implications of this new registration process, we must
look back to earlier laws and events that laid the ground-
work for the current approach.

1798 - Alien Enemies Act: This law allowed the U.S.
president to detain or deport people from enemy nations
during wartime, without a court hearing. It was intended
to prevent espionage and sabotage but was later used
against innocent immigrants, even those lawfully in the

U.S.

1940 - Alien Registration Act: As the U.S. entered
World War 1, this act required all non-citizens to register
with the government, mainly to identify potential
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“national security threats,” like communists. While
immigration enforcement wasn't the goal, it led to
discriminatory practices, especially against the
Japanese population during WWII.

Post-WWII: Registration became part of the im-
migration process, with non-citizens registering
when entering the U.S. The system did not allow
undocumented immigrants to register.

Past Registration System (Post-9/11): After 9/11,
the National Entry-Exit Registration System
(NSEERS) forced Arab and Muslim men from cer-
tain countries to register. This led to 13,000 depor-
tations, with no terrorism convictions, and fueled
racial discrimination.

2025 - DHS Registration Process: On February
24, 2025, the Department of Homeland Security
(DHS) launched a new registration website, requir-
ing certain non-citizens 14 and older to register if
they hadn't done so when entering or applying for
legal status. Those who fail to register may face
criminal or civil penalties. This is linked to an Ex-
ecutive Order called “Protecting the American
People From Invasion,” which echoes the 1798
Alien Enemies Act.

The proposed national registration process by the
DHS represents a continuation of a long history of
laws and policies that have often fueled racial dis-
crimination and fear. The latest move to require
registration for certain undocumented immigrants
reflects a growing trend of nativism and exclusion,
raising concerns about constitutional rights and the
treatment of marginalized communities in the U.S.
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The History of Domestic Work

The history of domestic work in the United States is deeply
intertwined with the experiences of immigrant women,
whose labor has long been a cornerstone of the American
household economy. This connection between immigration
and domestic work reflects broader themes of racial and gen-
der inequality, labor exploitation, and the ongoing struggle
for workers’ rights. Immigrant women in domestic labor is
not just a story of hardship, however, it is also one of resili-
ence and resistance. The creation of organizations like the
National Domestic Workers Alliance (NDWA) in 2007 has
been instrumental in advocating for the rights of domestic
workers, particularly immigrant women, and in pushing for
legislative reforms such as the Domestic Workers Bill of
Rights, which is celebrated in New Jersey today and ensures
labor protections for workers in this field. The contributions
of women throughout history have been central to move-
ments advocating for labor justice and equality today. This
ongoing struggle highlights the importance of ensuring that
all workers—regardless of their gender, race, or immigration
status—are treated with dignity and respect in the workplace.

WotS celebrated International Women’s Day
& the 3" Graduation of We Make History
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On March 8th, during International Women’s Day, Wind of
the Spirit honored women and their history, celebrating the
We Make History graduation. This event commemorated
immigrant women, Black women, and women’s rights. The
third graduation was held at Madison Arts Center, in the
spirit of a program that recognized the strength, resilience,
and resistance of women throughout history.
